LOVE AND JUSTICE:

THAT WHiIcH BiINDS US TOGETHER

IDELISSE MALAVE, EXECcUuTIVE DIRECTOR

| define justice differently now than I did years
ago. When | was younger, justice was a goal—
the end that justified the means. Yet even
though | thought of it as an end or a goal, | still
defined it more reactively than proactively. As
a young Puerto Rican woman, | angrily named
injustice—be it racism, imperialism, poverty or
sexism—with a clarity that | did not bring to
explaining what | meant by justice.

My anger wasn’t misplaced—and | still
appreciate the necessity and power of
breaking oppressive silences. But | no longer
privilege the ends as | once did. While justice
is a core democratic ideal, it is most
essentially a practice. Practicing justice is
like carefully practicing the piano or dancing;
it is an exercise in learning, a gradual process
of deepening understanding and increasing
skill.

Caring for justice is at the heart of
progressive social movements and the
philanthropy that supports them. It makes
sense of our commitment to the seemingly
disparate causes that make up the progressive
agenda—from economic justice to global
warming, from affirmative action to
reproductive rights, from access to health care
to education reform, to name just a few.

Maintaining a Relationship with Justice

| first came across the expression caring for
justice as the title of a book. What does caring
for justice mean? To be passionate about
justice? To attend to justice carefully, the way
we attend to loved ones and nurture children?
To take care of justice? | soon realized how
much this simple expression captures. It
alludes both to the feelings and the actions
that justice inspires.

| experience justice as
an expression of com-
munity, of connection
and of our enduring
responsibility to each
other. It flows from our
shared humanity, from
life living through each
of us, to paraphrase the poet Roger Keyes.

Grounded in our every relationship, justice is
about power and decision-making—about
politics. In a democracy, justice is meaningful
participation and a “full membership” in
society that extends well beyond the right to
vote. It requires a delicate balance between
the demands of equality and liberty, between
the group and the individual.

A Unifying Dialogue

But justice, like democracy, is a fluid concept
that is defined differently by political
theorists and activists from one end of the
political spectrum to the other. The flags of
justice and democracy are frequently waved in
opposition to progressive causes. So how
can we use justice to serve as a unifying
vision, a rallying cry to pull together the
disparate elements of the progressive agenda?

A compelling political vision provides a
coherent framework for political reasoning
while appealing to our ethics, feelings and
spirit. Rather than a “unifying vision,” perhaps
reflecting on justice should serve as a
“unifying dialogue”—one that leads us, like the
practice of justice, to deeper understanding
and greater collective strength to effect
change.

LOVE AND JUSTICE:

The free and open dialogue | imagine would
touch on some of the ideas | have already
raised—democracy, equality, liberty, participat-
ion, politics—as well as many, many others.
Justice and the politics of difference, for
example, stirs great emotion across the
political spectrum, frequently dividing the
electorate while unifying many of us in our
determination for equal participation. Yet one
of the attributes we usually ascribe to justice
is impartiality. In the face of the marginal-
ization, exploitation and violence that plague
some groups, do we override notions of equal
treatment in favor of equal participation? |
would say yes. But whether or not you would
agree with me, a vital and necessary dialogue
lies within that question.

Interlocking Values

Then, there is the question of the relationship
between justice and the economic order. In
Democratic Justice, lan Shapiro writes of the
dangers of the unthinking “tendency to equate
democracy and freedom with markets and
capitalism,” particularly with the fall of
socialist systems. Is justice pro-market? Can
progressives fashion a unifying vision without
unity on an alternative to the postindustrial
globalized capitalist system?

And what of the connections between justice
and other fundamental values of sustainability
and peace? They are interlocking values;
sustainability is justice for the people with
whom we share the planet now, as well as for
those that will in the future. As for peace, as
well as | know anything | know that there is no
peace without justice. Delving into these
human values, we may also be willing to
express our sense that there is no justice
without compassion, without love.

Love. That frequently relegated player in all of
this reminds us of our roots: philanthropy—
the love of mankind. In this context, love and
compassion (for humankind) are not just
emotional responses but ethical activities.
Contemporary progressive philanthropy is
both ethical and political in actively
underwriting social movements and causes.
Funders do not drive the movements, but we
participate in them through the grantmaking
relationship.

Our Practice of Justice

It is through this relationship, through the
practice of philanthropy, that funders best
participate in unifying dialogues. Forging
theories in the absence of practice is usually a
mistake. Discussions and conversations
within organizations, between organizations
and their constituencies, and between sister
organizations are necessarily grounded in
day-to-day realities. With grants, we can create
the space to nurture and encourage these
situated dialogues as well as fund the work
itself. Grants can free organizations in a very
real way to take the time to reflect, study,
analyze, argue, and sharpen their approaches
to their work.

What emerges from these discussions will
shape the organizations’ agendas and
activities and, in turn, our grantmaking
programs.

As responsive grantmakers, we have the
opportunity to listen honestly and ask hard
questions of society and ourselves. And we
have the responsibility, now and always, to
move money to those groups and movements
that are working to create a more democratic
and just society.

DIRECT ACTION FOR RIGHTS AND EQuUALITY:
DARE, RHODE ISLAND

P rovidence, Rhode Island’s Direct Action
for Rights and Equality (DARE) holds a
well-earned place at the forefront of the

national movement for economic justice. With

a membership of over 700 families,

predominately from low-income communities

of color, DARE has an impressive track record
of local organizing victories under its belt.

Since its founding in 1986, DARE has led
successful campaigns to make Rhode Island
the first state to provide health insurance to
family home daycare providers, implement a
multicultural curriculum in Providence high
schools, and enact a groundbreaking land
reform policy. Perhaps most impressive of all
has been DARE’s victory in winning passage of
the Providence Jobs and Living Wages
ordinance.

DARE launched its Jobs with Dignity living
wage campaign with the broad goal of
improving wages and working conditions in
city-supported jobs and ensuring community
access to these jobs. Armed with lessons
gleaned from living wage campaigns in other
cities and counties, and with clear legislative
goals, the Jobs with Dignity campaign
successfully fought to ensure that the
ordinance not only require that jobs created
with city money provide living wages with

benefits, but also that the city use community-
based hiring halls; follow an affirmative action
policy; not discriminate against people with
prison records; and protect workers’ right to
organize. The ordinance applies to all
employers receiving city contracts valued at
more than $25,000 from the city; employers
receiving city subsidies over $100,000; and
nonprofits who contract with Providence and
employ a CEO whose salary is more than five
times the lowest paid worker.

The Jobs with Dignity campaign did more than
win passage of this historic legislation. In
forging coalitions with unions, DARE’s leaders
highlighted the importance of leadership by
women and people of color, and illustrated the
need for organizing outside of unions.

With a growing membership, a diverse
coalition of other community organizations,
faith-based groups, and labor unions, and
strong public support, DARE is ready for
another victory—leaders hope this will be the
passage of the first statewide living wage
ordinance.

Yucca Mountain, the heart of the Western
Shoshone Nation, has been the federal
government’s target site for a repository for
98% of the U.S.s radioactive waste. Besides
violating a U.S.—Shoshone treaty and
desecrating a deeply spiritual site, storing
nuclear waste on the site is unsafe due to the
area’s frequent earthquakes. And the
Shoshone, who suffer widespread cancer and
other diseases as a result of more than 900
atomic explosions on their territory, would
face heightened health risks.

In response to indigenous advocacy, the
Nuclear Waste Policy Amendments Act—which
would have authorized Yucca Mountain as a
waste site—was vetoed by President Clinton.
But a Senate vote to override the veto failed
by only two votes. If introduced again with the
new Congress and President, the outcome
could look very different.

The Shoshone National Council continues to
develop a broad base of opposition to projects
like this through traditional gatherings at
Yucca Mountain, opportunities for dialogue
and strategy development, and a national
Healing Global Wounds Conference.

ative peoples have continually fought

against mining interests, toxic dumps

and relentless attacks on their attempts
to maintain a stable agricultural economy in
the face of short term mineral development.
Unfortunately, those battles continue today.

Tides Foundation has a long history of
working with native communities for social,
economic and environmental justice. Recently,
Tides has partnered with Honor the Earth—a
national Native-led grant-making and political
advocacy organization—to develop the Native
Communities Initiative.

With an administration based at Tides
Foundation and Tides Center, Honor the Earth
works to defend and preserve the Native way
of life and Native lands for future generations.

The Native Communities Initiative focuses on
grassroots responses to this nation’s crippling
dependence on fossil fuels and nuclear energy.
Potential grantees have been identified whose
reach extends from Manitoba to Nevada and
whose work runs from reservation-based
recycling projects to opposition work against
destructive  mining  practices, water
contamination from methane gas extraction
and uranium dumping.

& With an increase in public debate, a
sharp decline in public support and pressure
from the international community, the
abolition movement sees real promise today.
Anti-death penalty activists are building
strategic coalitions at the local, regional and
national levels and are developing a national
abolition strategy.

Simultaneously, a new affinity group, Funders
Against the Death Penalty (FADP), is sharing
information and strategizing about how best
to support these coalitions.

The Tides Death Penalty Mobilization Fund is
proud to be a vital part of FADP and provides
support to this traditionally
underfunded movement.

Launched in October 2000 with a donor
briefing led by Sister Helen Prejean, the Tides
Death Penalty Mobilization Fund has made
great strides in supporting anti-death penalty
work around the country.

As of August, 2001, more than $188,000 has
been contributed to the Fund. More than
$105,000 in grants has been made to support
national and grassroots efforts to abolish the
death penalty or to secure a moratorium on
executions.

Contributions from individual donors and
from The Open Society Institute and the
Columbia Foundation have made it possible to
expand Tides DPMF into two grantmaking
programs:

I. A monthly Rapid Response grants program
to deliver short-term funds for concrete
projects that involve progressive coalition
building and collaboration at the local,
regional and national levels; and

2. Larger State Strategies grants to support
effective growth within statewide activist
organizations working toward death
penalty abolition or moratoria in the U.S.
Both segments of the Tides DPMF support
501(c)(3) and 501(c)(4) nonprofit organiza-
tions.

CALIFORNIA COMMUNITY CLINICS INITIATIVE:
STRENGTHENING CLINICS, STRENGTHENING COMMUNITIES

he Community Clinics Initiative (CCl) is

an innovative partnership between

Tides Foundation and The California
Endowment to strengthen California’s
community clinics — a vital lifeline for the
state’s seven million uninsured and
underinsured residents. These clinics offer
health care at low or no cost, serving rural and
inner city areas, and providing linguistically
appropriate and culturally competent care.

At Tides, our vision statement states that
healthy societies rely fundamentally on
respect for human rights and the vitality of
communities. And the Communities Clinics
Initiative embodies these goals. Ensuring
access to health care at the local level, and
supporting community-based providers, is a
critical if often overlooked component in the
larger social justice movement. And for years
community clinics have been at the vanguard
of that effort.

But In today’s high-stakes health care
marketplace, these frontline health care
providers face tremendous obstacles. Until
recently, some clinics relied entirely on paper-
based administration systems while many
others relied on old, outdated computer
hardware and software systems. These stark
technological disadvantages have made it
difficult for community clinics to survive and
exacerbate health disparities within the state’s
population.

The Community Clinics Initiative was
developed specifically to address these
disadvantages. CCl provides up-to-date
technology to strengthen community clinics’
internal operations and information systems,
and links community clinics, providers and

associations to help promote the integration
and sharing of resources and information.

CCl grants also provide opportunities for
clinics and their collaboratives to innovate and
create new solutions to long-standing
challenges, such as effectively collecting,
analyzing and using population health
statistics to better assess statewide health
outcomes and health disparities, develop
disease management standards and protocols,
and impact health care policy.

To date, CCl has made grants totalling $20
million to strengthen clinics’ information
systems. An important element of current
work is developing an extranet—an online
forum that will enable grantees and CCl staff
to exchange ideas and lessons learned from
the field, to streamline grantee reporting, to
allow CCI to deliver technical assistance,
research findings and updates, and to build
the capacity of clinics to more strategically
use information technology.

Founded by the famed screenwriter, director
and producer of “Harold and Maude,” the Colin
Higgins Foundation distributes grants in
support of AIDS education, service, and
advocacy for people infected, affected, and at
risk for HIV. It also supports gay, lesbian,
bisexual and transgendered community based
organizations that combat homophobia and
foster leadership, with a special emphasis on
youth and in rural areas. The Foundation was
the first organization to support the Gay,
Lesbian and Straight Education Network
(GLSEN), which now boasts over 85 chapters in
35 states working to end discrimination based
on sexual orientation in educational
institutions.

In 2000, the Foundation established the
Courage Awards to honor ordinary but
remarkable individuals whose courage helps to
educate and enlighten others about the
lesbian, gay, bisexual and transgender
experience.

Olga Orraca-Parades

One day in 1997, Olga Orraca-
Parades and her partner Liz
Gallardo-Martin nervously
reached for the Sunday
edition of El Nuevo Dia,
Puerto Rico’s widely read
newspaper.

They knew they would be featured in an article
about National Coming Out Day—they didn’t
know a huge picture would be splashed across
the front page. “I can’t tell you how many
people told me how that article gave them the
strength to come out to their friends and
families,” Olga said.

But taking risks and working for equality was
nothing new to Olga. She is a co-founder and
coordinator of the Lesbian Creative Workshop,
which uses drama as a creative tool to address
difficult topics for lesbians including
domestic violence, substance abuse and health
issues. She is also working to repeal Puerto
Rico’s sodomy law that was amended in 1974 to
specifically include consensual acts between
women. “As long as that is the law, people will
feel it’s OK to harass and abuse lesbians and
gays,” explains Olga.
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From the beginning, activist
involvement has been key to the
success of this effort. In response,
Tides has developed a transparent RFP
process and grassroots funding panel.

THE FUNDING COLLABORATIVE ON DRUG PoLicy REFORM

inding creative solutions to non-

traditional philanthropic needs has

always been a hallmark of Tides
Foundation. The Funding Collaborative on
Drug Policy Reform is a prime example of this.
Tides Foundation has been able to direct
significant resources to this arena by bringing
together an impressive and innovative
funding collaborative around this issue.

Grassroots activism in drug policy reform and
harm reduction programs has never been well
supported by foundations. These programs
frequently operate underground and require a
high degree of trust and input from the
constituent communities in order to be
effective.

Initiated by the Open Society Institute, the
Funding Collaborative on Drug Policy Reform
makes grants through the George Williams
Fund at Tides Foundation. It is comprised of
the the Ford Foundation, the Colin Higgins
Foundation, Royal S. Marks Fund of the New
York City Trust, the Elizabeth Taylor AIDS
Foundation, and four anonymous donors and
also has its contributions matched by the
George Williams fund.

From the beginning, activist involvement has
been key to the success of this effort.
Accountability to the community which it
serves was identified early as a critical
component of this funding effort, and in
response Tides developed a transparent RFP
process and grassroots funding panel.
Grantseekers know who is making these
funding decisions because the panelists are
their colleagues.

By working through Tides Foundation, the
funding collaborative benefited from program
staff expertise as well as a cost effective
infrastructure to support and manage this
effort.

INNOVATIVE GRANTMAKING:

hen it comes to drug policy, it seems
there are only two areas of interest to
. the government: criminal law enforce-
ment and incarceration.

Yet drug-related problems—from addiction, to
the lack of available drug treatment, to the
spread of infectious diseases—continue to
devastate communities across the country.

Providing an alternative model for dealing
with the drug crisis is the Harm Reduction
Coalition (HRC), a national network working to
reduce drug-related harm among individuals
and communities by initiating and promoting
local, regional, and national harm reduction
education, interventions, and community
organizing.

GEORGE WiLLIAMS FuND GRANTEE

THE HARM REDUCTION COALITION

HRC employs a set of practical strategies to
reduce negative consequences of drug use,
including promoting safer use, managed use
and abstinence. It ensures that drug users and
those with a history of drug use have a real
voice in the creation of programs and policies
designed to serve them, emphasizing that
services and resources be non-judgmental and
non-coercive.

HRC fosters alternative models to conven-
tional drug treatment, challenges traditional
client/provider relationships, and provides
resources, educational materials, and support
to health professionals and drug users to
address drug-related harm. HRC’s Harm
Reduction Training Institute provides training
workshops on a variety of harm reduction
issues to service providers and the general
public throughout the United States.

he Global Greengrants Fund was

established at Tides Foundation in 1993

by Chet Tchozewski to enable private
foundations and individual donors to collabor-
ate in support of the grassroots environmental
movement in developing countries.

The Global Greengrants Fund (GGF) believes
that most environmental problems must
ultimately be solved at the local level. While
environmental problems are increasingly
global in scope, solutions are increasingly
local. Grassroots organizing can be especially
effective in developing countries where a well-
organized local campaign, supported by a
small amount of money and many volunteers,
can have a disproportionately large influence
on the outcome of an environmental debate.

Grants from the GGF range from $500 to
$5000 and fund community-based activist
organizations for whom a small grant will
make a significant difference. The grants
support a wide variety of small volunteer
organizations that have little or no outside
support and are often the very first donations
ever received by the grantees.

For such organizations a small grant for basic
organizational expenses such as rent,
telephone, printing, and office expenses can
build organizational capacity. The gifts also
give them self-confidence and boost their
credibility which enables them to become
more effective advocates for their local
environment.

everal centuries ago, a group of African

slaves revolted against their Portuguese

oppressors and escaped to remote
valleys in the mountain rainforest of the
Atlantic Coast of Brazil. Forming communities
called Quilombos, the “freed slaves” preserved
their independence, continually fighting off
slave traders and land seekers.

In the remaining 5% of the Atlantic Rainforest,
the Quilombo communities continue to defend
their home from outside threats. The latest
threat has come in the form of dam projects
that would destroy their lands. With the State
government and the Brazilian Aluminum
Company planning to dam the Iguape River—
the last undammed and unpolluted river in the
S&o Paulo State of Brazil-Quilombo land and
communities in the Iguape River Valley are
threatened. The proposed dam would flood all
Quilombo communities in the area, destroying
historic sites, including a Quilombo church
built in 1630.

Twenty-two Quilombo communities in the
state of Sdo Paulo joined together to form the
Quilombo Association of lvaporunduva in
order to lobby more effectively against the
dam. With the help of the national group,
Movement of Dam Affected Peoples (MAB), the
Association leads the battle to secure the
entitled land rights for the Quilombos.
Through revitalizing traditional Quilombo

culture, improving living conditions through
viable economic and educational programs
and gaining a seat on the River Basin
Committee for the Iguape River, the
Association is making clear progress toward
the protection of the Quilombos’ valley and
culture.

Certainly, without the efforts of the
Association, the Iguape River Valley would
already be under water, and the local Quilombo
communities would be scattered through the
slums of Sdo Paulo.

In 1999, upon a recommendation from
International Rivers Network, the Global
Greengrants Fund awarded $1500 to the
Association to fund community-based
economic alternatives and support the
Quilombos in their continuing land battles
with the Brazilian government. Using
sustainable management practices such as
agroforestry systems and crop rotation, the
Quilombos have succeeded in maintaining the
ecological integrity of the region.

The Quilombo people have successfully
protected their land from the threats of
invasion for the past several centuries, and
today they maintain their determination not
to let these dams destroy their history and
future.
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We pride ourselves on
bringing our commitment to
positive social change and
financial, administrative and
programmatic expertise to
the broadest range of
funding options possible.
